BUCKLAND'S STATION

(ON THE CALIFORNIA EMIGRANT TRAIL)

SAMUEL S. BUCKLAND WAS A TRUE PIONEER. HE SETTLED HERE IN 1859, BEGAN
A RANCHING OPERATION, ESTABLISHED A STATION FOR THE OVERLAND STAGE
COMPANY AND OPERATED A TENT HOTEL. HE ALSO OONSTRUGTED THE FIRST
BRIDGE ACROSS THE GARSON RIVER DOWNSTREAM FROM GENO,

DURING IBGO SAM BUILT A LARGE LOG CABIN AND MARRIED MISS ELIIA PREN-
TICE, IN THAT SAME YEAR BUCKLAND'S STATIDN SERVED AS SSEMBLY
POINT FOR THE VOLUNTEER UNITS THAT PART IN THE PYRAMID LAKE
INDIAN WAR. IT WAS DURING THIS PERHJD THAT BUGKLANDS SERVED AS A
REMOUNT STATION ON THE FAMOUS PONY EXPRESS ROUTE.

IN 1864 HE OPENED A STORE AND DISPERSED GOODS TO TRAVELERS, NEIGH-
BORS AND THE SOLDIERS AT NEARBY FORT CHURCHILL. HE LATER CONSTRUCTED
THE LARGE TWO-STORY HOUSE PRESENTLY LOCATED ON THE SITE FROM MA-
TERIALS OBTAINED AT THE DISMANTLING OF THE F
